The 12 mile bike tour takes approximately 3 hours 15 minutes and includes stops at the RSPB centre at Totronald and 2 beaches.  There will be frequent stops for photographs and island information, including views of the Treshnish Isles, Tiree and the Outer Hebrides (on a clear day), the old and new castles and the highest point on Coll.  A drink and a snack are included in the price of the tour.
From the second beach on our tour, Cliad beach, you have 3 choices
1
Spend more time on Cliad beach and return to the village in your own time.
2
Return to the village with your tour guide, approximately 2.5 miles away.   
3
Head east toward Sorisdale  at the end of the Island before returning to the village in your own time.  This option adds approximately 11 miles to your trip and takes you over the highest road on the Island and also on the ‘dual carriageway’. A self-guided tour sheet is available for this extra section. 
Note.  You are responsible for your own bike or bike that you have hired.   You undertake the bike tour on the understanding that you are fit and healthy enough to cycle the 12 miles including breaks within the 3 hours.
